“Your ways, Lord, are faithfulness and love for
those who keep your covenant.”
The first Sunday of Lent, a season of Renewal. The season of
Lent provides us a great opportunity to shed off our “spiritually
tired and weak skin.” This is in order to wear a more durable one
for our Journey. The church invites us to renew our covenant with
God. Our gospel from Matthew narrates the temptation of Jesus,
and the sacrifice he made in order to prepare himself for his mis-
sion and journey. To be a worthy lamb for the renewal of God’s
covenant with his people, Jesus had to be tested. Peter states this

Christ was tested, so shall we all be tested. Every day of our lives,

should not frighten us, because the Holy Spirit that helped Christ
is always available to help us. It is also a reminder, that temptation
is inevitable in our Christian journey. We must persist in prayer,
fast and abstinence.

= Let us conquer our temptations as Jesus did, using the meth-
ods Jesus employed. Jesus conquered his tempter, the devil by
prayer, penance, and timely use of the word of God. Hence, dur-
ing this Lent, let us confront our evil tendencies by talking to God,
by listening to Him speaking to us though the Holy Bible, and by
practicing self-control to subdue our evil tendencies.

= Let us convert Lent into a time for spiritual growth and Christian
maturity by: participating in the Mass each day, or at least a few days
in the week; setting aside some part of our day for personal prayer;
reading some Scripture, alone or, better still, with others. Setting
aside some money we might spend on ourselves for meals, enter-
tainment, or clothes and giving it to an organization which takes
care of the less fortunate in our society; abstaining from smoking,
alcohol, and other evil addictions; receiving the Sacrament of Rec-
onciliation in Lent and participating in the “Stations of the Cross” on
Fridays; visiting the sick and those in nursing homes and doing
some acts of charity, kindness, and mercy every day in the Lent.

= Let us use Lent to fight daily against the evil within us and
around us by practicing self-control, relying on the power of pray-
er, and seeking the assistance and anointing of the Holy Spirit.

In the Gospel, we are told that Jesus faced and defeated the
tempter by his forty days of prayer and penance in the desert im-
mediately following his baptism. It also tells us how Jesus started
preaching his Messianic mission: “The time is fulfilled. The king-
dom of God is at hand. Repent. Believe in the Gospel.”
Formerly the six weeks of Lent meant a time of severe penance as a way
of purifying ourselves from our sinful habits and getting ready to celebrate
the Paschal Mystery with a renewed commitment to follow Christ. Now
the Church leaves the Lenten practice of penance to the good will and
generosity of individual Christians. However, Lent should be a time for
personal reflection on where we stand as Christians in accepting the
Gospel challenges in thought, word and deed. It is also a time to assess
our relationships with our family, friends, working colleagues, and other
people with whom we come in contact, especially those of our parish.

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Who invented The Stations of the Cross?

The first Stations of the Cross were walked by Jesus himself on the way to Calva-
ry. Known as the "Via Dolorosa" or the "Via Crucis", it was marked out from the
earliest times and was a traditional walk for pilgrims who came to Jerusalem. The
early Christians in Jerusalem would walk the same pathway that Jesus walked,
pausing for reflection and prayer. Later, when Christians could not travel to the
Holy Land, artistic depictions of "The Way of the Cross" were set up in churches,
or outside and Christians would walk from station to station, reading the Gospel
account of the Passion, or simply praying and reflecting on each event. While the
content or place of each station had changed, the intention was to make a mini
pilgrimage and follow--literally--in the footsteps of Jesus. This devotion became
better known in the Middle Ages, and he Franciscans are credited with its spread.
Lent is a time when many people make the Stations and some churches present
Living Stations. But anyone can pray the Stations at any time. It is a simple and
personal reflection on the passion of Jesus and what it means to us.
